Unofficial Minutes of the

Regular City of Dighton Council Meeting held

Monday, March 11, 2019
Mayor Capra called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in City Hall. Those present included Council members Jeff Schmalzried, Austin Bretz and Matthew McClure. Christine Birney-Carter & Kasyn Hendrix were absent. Also present were Municipal Judge Shelley Selfridge, Lane Co. Sheriff Bryan Kough, Lane Co. Officer Jay Poore, Fred Lee Muffitt, Justin Emerson, City Attorney Dale Pike, City Superintendent Craig Collins, Deputy Clerk Nikki Strobel, and City Clerk Chelle Anderson.  

Councilman Bretz made the motion to approve the consent agenda as printed, Councilman Jeff Schmalzried seconded, discussion was held, yeas by all, motion carried. 

Mayor Capra asked for visitors. Fred Lee Muffitt & Justin Emerson met with Council to discuss the lot to the west of their building (Cook Park). Muffitt & Emerson would like to purchase the property from the City in order to have outdoor seating & a patio area. This will be added to the April agenda for discussion. Muffitt & Emerson left the meeting at 5:36pm. 
Mayor Capra asked for amendments to the agenda. Councilman McClure added under new business, item F: EMS/Ambulance service. Bretz made the motion to accept the agenda as amended, Councilman McClure seconded, yeas by all, motion carried. 
Mayor Capra asked for unfinished business. Discussion was held on Resolution 2019-2; House numbers. Bretz made the motion to approve Resolution 2019-2 as presented, McClure seconded, discussion was held, yeas by all, motion carried. 
City Attorney Pike discussed the LaSart property. Pike stated that the citizen that made the complaint is pleased with the work that has been done to the property. Pike stated that we will need to keep working to get more cleanup done this spring. 
Mayor Capra asked for new business. Discussion was held on Ordinance 687; Regulating the sale of cereal malt beverage and beer containing not more than 6% alcohol by volume within the City of Dighton, Kansas and repealing Chapter III Article two (2). Bretz made the motion to strike Section 9 lines b, c, & d & to approve Ordinance 687 as amended, Schmalzried seconded, discussion was held, yeas by all, motion carried. 
Discussion was held on the KMEA Hydro Power Pooling Contract that relates to the Loveland Area Projects (LAP) Firm Electric Service (FES) assignment. City Superintendent Craig Collins stated that the contract no longer benefits the City. Bretz made the motion to approve Resolutions 2019-3; Authorizing the execution of a termination agreement relating to the hydro power pooling contract dated September 30, 1989 between the City of Dighton, Kansas and the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency, 2019-4; Resolution authorizing Mayor Doyle Capra to execute for and on behalf of the City of Dighton, Kansas, the attached Firm Electric Service Allocation Assignment Agreement among the Western Area Power Administration and the City of Dighton, Kansas, effective 10/01/2024 & 2019-5; Resolution authorizing Mayor Doyle Capra to execute for and on behalf of the City of Dighton, Kansas, the attached Firm Electric Service Allocation Assignment Agreement among the Western Area Power Administration and the City of Dighton, Kansas, effective 06/01/2019 as presented, McClure seconded, discussion was held, yeas by all, motion carried. 
Discussion was held on the EMC insurance renewal rates. Bretz made the motion to approve the EMC insurance renewal, Schmalzried seconded, discussion was held, yeas by all, motion carried. 
Discussion was held on the proposal received from B&H Paving for street sealing. Superintendent Craig Collins would like to seal Diamond View Drive every year to get it built up. Council told Collins to hold off for a while on sealing Diamond View Drive. Schmalzried made the motion to accept the proposal from B&H Paving for street sealing, McClure seconded, yeas by all, motion carried. 
Discussion was held on a complaint received concerning the property located at 145 S. First St. Attorney Dale Pike explained the procedure to the Council. Bretz made the motion for Attorney Pike to start the process by sending a letter to the owner, Schmalzried seconded, discussion was held, yeas by all, motion carried. 

Councilman McClure discussed issues concerning the Lane County EMS. McClure stated that he has heard from concerned citizens concerning the fact that they are short staffed & some of the equipment at the hospital is outdated. It was suggested that a member of the City Council attend a hospital board meeting to discuss these issues with them. McClure will attend a hospital board meeting in the near future. 

Mayor Capra asked for committee reports. Municipal Judge Shelley Selfridge discussed her report.  

 Fire Chief Craig Collins stated that they have been having meetings, but are not getting a lot of attendance. 
City Superintendent Craig Collins stated that they are needing a new wart hog for the sewer jet rod machine with a cost of approximately $1,510.00. Council told Craig to order what he was needing. 

Clerk Anderson stated that she had received a phone call from the Ness City Clerk asking if Dighton would be interested in splitting a code enforcer with them. No decision was made at this time. 
Councilman Schmalzried discussed the alley behind the Post Office as well as building setbacks on a piece of property in the south part of town. 

There being no further business to come before Council, Schmalzried made the motion to adjourn, Bretz seconded, yeas by all, motion carried. Meeting was adjourned at 6:43 p.m.
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
